AGREEMENT

BETWEEN

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA

AND

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF CYPRUS

ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF DEFENCE

The Government of the Republic of Cyprus and the Government ol the Republic of
Serbia (hereinafter referred to as “the Parties’),

Considering the goals and principles of the United Nations Charter of 1943.
Desiring to contribule to peace and security in Europe.

Acting in the spirit of partnership and cooperation with a wish to develop good relations in
the ficld of defence. in order to enhance mutual confidence and understanding,

Hereby agree the following:

Article 1

(1) The object of this Agreement is the establishment of general principles and procedures
for cooperation between the Parties in the field of defence.

(2) The Parties shall cooperate on the basis of the principles of equality, reciprocity and
mutual interests,

(3) The cooperation under this Agreement shall be carried out in accordance with the
national legisiation of the Parties and the principles of international law,

Article 2

This Agreement shall not affect the rights and obligations of the Parties arising from
international agreements which they have entered into, individually or otherwise, with
other states and/or international organizations, and shall not be used againsi third states.

Article 3
The terms used in this Agreement are defined as follows:

1) *Sending Party’ is the Party that sends personnel, assets and equipment to the territory
of the Receiving Party; '

2) *Receiving Party’ is the Party in the territory of which the personnel, assets and
equipment of the Sending Party are located:

3) *Personnel’ is military personnel and/or civilians employed at the institutions and/or
bodies of the Parties.
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Article 4

(1} The Competent Authorities in charge of the implementation of this Agreement are the
Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Cyprus for the Government of the Republic of
Cyprus and the Ministry of Defence of the Republic of Serbia for the Government of the
Repubiic of Serbia.

(2) For the purposes of the implementation of this Agreement. the Competent Authorities

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Article 7

(1) Further to this Agreement and in respect of specific needs. the Competent
Authorities of the Parties shall prepare an Annual Plan for Bilateral Cooperation for the
foltowing year. which shail specify the activities. their time and venue, the responsibie
bodies. the number of participants and/or other issues relating to the organization and
implementation of the Plan.

(2) Each year. authorized representatives of the Competent Authorities of the Parties
shall sign the agreed Annual Plan for Bilateral Cooperation.

Article 8

{1} For the purposes of the implementation of this Agreement, the Parties shall exchange
only unclassified information,

(2} The exchange and protection of classified information shall be subject to a separate
agrcement,

Article 9

(1) The Parties and/or their Competent Authorities shall cover all gxpenses incurred as a
result of carrying oul the activities provided for by this Agreement and/or the activitics
provided for by supplementary agreements and/or Plans, on the basis of the principle of
reciprocity.

(2) The Parties and/or their Competent Authorities may agree different cost sharing
schemes in respect of specific activities.

Article 10

(1) The Personnel of the Sending Party is under an obligation to comply with the laws,
procedures, regulations and cusloms of the Receiving Party during the course of their
participation in activities carried out in the territory of the Receiving Party pursuant to this
Agreement.

(2) The disciplinary authority for the Personnel of the Sending Party is their Commander.,
that is. the senior state official or military representative in the territory of the Receiving
Party.

(3) The Receiving Party shall have exclusive criminal jurisdiction in respect of any
criminal act and/or omission committed by any member of the Personne! of the Sending
Party in the territory of the Receiving Party.

(4) The Parties shall not claim any compensation in case of death and/or injury and/or
damage which may be caused to their Personnel and/or property as a result of any act

and/or omission of the Personnel of the other Party during the implementation of this
Agreement. Any such claims may be made only if the satd act and/or omission occurred
deliberately or out of gross negligence. In such cases. claims shall be settled by direct
negotiations between the Partics without referring them to any third party.

{5) In case of death and/or injury and/or damage caused to a third party by the Personnel
of the Parties whilst acting pursuant to this Agreement, the Parties shall agree on the
payment of the compensation claimed by the third party. If such an agreement cannot be
reached. the case shall be referred to the competent Courts of the country within the
territory of which the incident causing death and/or injury and/or damage occurred.

(6) Any claims not covered by the provisions of paragraphs (4) and (5) of the present
Article shall be settied in accordance with the respective national legisiation of the country
within the territory of which the incident giving rise 10 the claim occurred.

Article 11

Where necessary, the Receiving Party shall provide, without reimbursement, emergency
medical assistance and/or dental care for the Personnel of the Sending Party, provided that
such Personnel are within the territory of the Receiving Party for the purposes of the
implementation of this Agrecment.

Article 12

Any disputes arising in respect of the interpretation and/or implementation of this
Agreement shall be resolved exclusively by means of negotiations and consultations
between the Parties, and without mediation by any third party and/or international
organization.

Articte 13

The Parties may adopt amendments to this Agreement at any time by mutual consent in
writing. The adopted amendments shall enter into force in accordance with Article 15 of
this Agreement.

Article 14

{1) Either Parly may withdraw from this Agreement by notice in writing to the other
Party. The Agreement shail be terminated six months after the date of receipt of such
notice,

(2) In case of termination of this Agreement, all the activities initiated during the period of
validity of the Agreement shall be carried out under the same conditions applicable under

this Agreement at the time of the mitiation of the said activilies.

(3) In case of termination of this Agreement, any agreement made pursuant to Article 4
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paragraph (2) of the Agreement shall remain in force, unless otherwise provided for by
such agreement.

Article 15

(1) This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of receipt of the second of the two
notifications by which the Parties inform each other of the completion of the intemnal
procedures necessary for the Agreement to enter into force in accordance with their respective
national legislation.

(2) This Agreement shall apply provisionally from the date of its signature.

(3) This Agreement shall remain in force for an indefinite period of time and/or until its
termination in accordance with Article 14 of the Agreement.

Done and signed in Nicosia on February 10, 2010 in two original copies, in the Greek,
Serbian and English languages respectively, all texts being equally authentic. In case of
differences in interpretation of the provisions of this Agreement, the English text shall
prevail,
