(3) The waiver of the visa requirements under paragraph (1) above, shall
not apply to the Japanese nationals who desire to enter the Republic of Cyprus with
the intention of seeking employment or permanen residence, of exercising a profes-
sion or other occupation or of engaging in a public entertainment (including sport)
for remunerative purposes or with the intention of staying there for a period
exceeding three consecutive months.

(4) For visas, when required and granted, the competent Cypriot diplomatic and
consular authorities will not charge any fees.

(5) The waiver of the visa requirements under paragraph (1) above does not
exempt the Japanese nationals entering the Republic of Cyprus from the necessity of
complying with the Cypriot laws and regulations concerning the entry, stay, residence,
exit and other control of aliens.
