The Government of the Republic of Cyprus and the Government of the State of
Israel, (hereinafter referred to collectively as “the Parties” and individually as “the Party”);

RECOGNISING the importance of cooperation in Aeronautical and Maritime
Search and Rescue (SAR) and the need to ensure expeditious and effective search and

rescue services on and over the sea;

NOTING the provisions of the International Convention on Safety of Life at Sea,
1974, as amended, and the standards and recommended practices contained in Annex
12 of the Convention on International Civil Aviation, 1944, as amended, in relation to
search and rescue, as well as those contained in the Annex to the International
Convention on Maritime Search and Rescue, 1979, as amended, and with due regard to

the national legislation of each Party,

HAVE AGREED as follows:

Article 1
Competent Authorities and Rescue Coordination Centres

(1)  The Competent Authorities of the Parties for this Agreement are:

Nothing in this Agreement shall affect in any way the rights and obligations of the Parties
arising from other treaties or under customary international law.

Article 13
Settlement of Disputes

(1)  Any dispute concerning interpretation and/or application of this Agreement shall
be settled by means of direct negotiations between the Competent Authorities of the
Parties.
(2) In case the abovementioned authorities do not reach an agreement, the dispute
shall be settled through diplomatic channels.

Article 14

Amendments

{1) This Agreement may be amended by mutual consent of the Parties expressed in
writing and communicated through diplomatic channels.
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(2)  Any such amendment shall enter into force in accordance with the procedures set
forth in Article 15(1).

Article 15
Entry into force and Termination
(1)  This Agreement shall enter into force thity (30) days after the receipt of the

second of the Diplomatic Notes by which the Parties notify each other that their internal
legdl procedures for its entry into force have been completed.

(2)  This Agreement may be terminated, at any time, by mutual consent of the
Parties, or by either Party upon giving a ninety (90) days notice to the other Party, in
both cases expressed in writing and communicated through diplomatic channels.

(3)  The Secretary-General of the International Maritime Organisation will be notified
of this Agreement.

This Agreement is done in two originals in the English, Greek and Hebrew languages,
each text being equally authentic. In case of divergence in the interpretation, the English

text shall prevail.
